These databases are large; allow quite a bit of time for each to load. 

The tracks that you see are actually comprised of points; zoom in until you can see unique points before you attempt to select or query the database. 


In Example 1, above, 'stations', 'nbp9903' and the 'addcst' are all 'Visible'. To update this, check the appropriate box and then click 'Refresh Map'. 

In Example 1, above, 'stations' is 'Active' and is the only layer that you can search or query. To update this, check the appropriate box and then click 'Refresh Map'.

Use these buttons to zoom in or to zoom out. 
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Use these buttons to zoom to the extent of all layers or the extent of the selected layer. 
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Use these buttons to pan around the map or to gain information associated with a particular data piont. 
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Use these buttons to search for attributes associated with the data points. 
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Use these buttons to measure the distance between two localities or to select a data point.
